INSTRUCTION:  The minor student will receive and complete 30 hours of classroom instruction in driver education and 8 hours of behind-the-wheel instruction, with no more than a total of 2 hours of behind-the-wheel instruction per day. The fee for the 38-hour course is $440.00: $260.00 is the fee for classroom instruction and $180.00 is the fee for driving instruction. The student must present a Temporary Instruction Permit issued by the Office of Motor Vehicles, be at least fourteen years, nine months of age and be enrolled in grade eight or above to enroll in the 38-hour course and to take the 30-hour classroom instruction. The student must be at least fifteen years of age and be enrolled in grade eight or above to take the 8-hour driving instruction. The 30-hour classroom instruction must be successfully completed before the 8-hour driving instruction will be scheduled. 
♦ Eight hours of behind-the-wheel driving instruction will be given in a car equipped with dual brakes, automatic transmission, left and right-side mirrors, instructor mirrors, and cushions for proper seating of students when necessary. This vehicle will be properly identified as an instructional vehicle.   The $40.00 Third Party Driving Test is NOT included in this course and must be registered for separately                              INT_______
♦ The student shall be entitled to a refund of tuition/fees paid for any classroom or driving instruction not administered by a licensed instructor.

ATTENDANCE:  An absence from any one or more of the 30 hours of classroom instruction will be recorded, and the corresponding hour(s) of instruction must be attended by the student during this school’s next 30-hour session. The OMV Knowledge Test will not be administered to the student until absence(s) are successfully made up.
♦ Appointments for driving lessons must be canceled by the student through the website a minimum of 24 hours in advance of the lesson to avoid forfeiture of that lesson. A forfeited lesson must be made up in order to receive a Certificate of Successful Completion. The charge to make up a forfeited lesson is an additional $30.00 per 2-hour lesson. Due to bad weather or other extreme circumstances, a driving lesson may be canceled by this school without 24-hour prior notice. A lesson canceled by this school will be made up at no extra cost to the student.
♦ The student must pay the cost of the course in full and complete the 8 hours of driving instruction within 3 days of the first day of classroom instruction. If for any reason, the student does not pay the cost of the course in full within the allotted time of 3 days, the entire fee paid for driver’s education will be forfeited. If for any reason, other than that caused by Driving Force  Academy, the student does not complete the 8 hours of driving instruction within the allotted time of 120 days, the entire fee paid for driver’s education will be forfeited.

DISCIPLINE:  If a student does not conduct himself/herself in a proper way as defined by the instructor, he/she will be given limited opportunity to correct his/her behavior and/or general attitude before being permanently expelled. Refund of tuition/fee(s) will not be granted.
♦ Electronic communication devices are strictly prohibited except during those times as defined by the instructor. If a student uses his/her electronic communication device at any other time during classroom instruction or driving instruction, he/she will be given one opportunity to correct his/her behavior before being permanently expelled. Refund of tuition/fee(s) will not be granted.
♦ If a student uses his/her electronic communication device during any testing, he/she will be immediately and permanently expelled. Refund of tuition/fee(s) will not be granted.
TESTING:  During classroom instruction, tests will be administered at the end of each unit of study, and the OMV Knowledge Test will be given upon the completion of all units. The student must, according to Louisiana State law, score at least 80% accuracy. Evaluation will be based upon the guidelines issued by the Department of Public Safety and Corrections regarding the grading and scoring of the OMV Knowledge Test. 

♦ In the event of failure of the OMV Knowledge Test, the student will be given one retake at no charge. In the event of loss or destruction of the OMV Knowledge Test, the student will be given a retake for $20.00.. 
♦ Alternative testing techniques are available upon request for students with verifiable hearing, speech, or learning disabilities. Acceptable alternative testing techniques are preferential seating, tests read aloud to the student by an instructor or by an approved translator or interpreter as necessary, and a time extension provided for testing.
♦ During the last 30 minutes of the final driving lesson, the student will be tested on his/her driving skills. The student must, according to Louisiana State law, score at least 70% accuracy. Evaluation will be based upon the Skills Assessment Test issued by the Department of Public Safety and Corrections.
CHEATING:  A student who is caught cheating on any test shall be permanently expelled.  Refund of tuition/fee(s) will not be granted.

CERTIFICATE OF SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION:  This certificate indicates that the student has completed the 30-hour classroom course with at least 80% accuracy and has completed 8 hours of behind-the-wheel instruction with at least 70% accuracy. This certificate and one additional copy will be completed and awarded to the student by this school when the student has successfully completed the 38-hour driver education course and has paid all tuition/fee(s) in full. This certificate shall bear the school seal, thereby certifying its authenticity, as is required by the Office of Motor Vehicles. This certificate in no way guarantees a passing grade on any or all parts of any retests given by the Office of Motor Vehicles in securing a learner’s permit and/or driver’s license. The student must rely on his/her own individual performance if and/or when retested by the Office of Motor Vehicles.

EQUALITY:  No owner, instructor, agent, or employee of this school shall engage in any form of illegal discrimination against any student for any reason or in any other illegal activities. All applicable federal, state, and local laws shall be adhered to.
